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Briefly summarizes the experiment, and explicitly states what the major finding was.

INTRODUCTION
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Briefly describes the relevant published literature in the area and relates the present experiment to that literature. The hypothesis is clearly stated here.

METHOD
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Subjects: Gives all relevant information about the subjects used in the experiment 


Apparatus: Describes the apparatus in sufficient detail to permit replication by another experimenter not familiar with this experiment.


Procedure: Describes fully all relevant steps in the experiment such that another experimenter could perform the experiment in the same manner.
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The data must be presented in a comprehensive manner, appropriately summarized in clearly labelled figures, which are referred to and supplemented by the written text.  Any statistical analyses of the data must be clearly explained and the results stated in unambiguous terms.
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The findings presented in the Results section must be summarized first.  This section should state whether hypotheses were or were not supported.  The results should be related to the material previously discussed in the Introduction. That is, the present results must be related to the literature involved.  Methodological comments and suggestions for further research should also be incorporated.
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
